** All Application MUST pay the full amount booth fee and $100.00 security deposit to guarantee A SPACE.  Vendors have seven (7) working days after reserving their booth to send in their full payment to secure their booth.  If payment is not received within the (7) working days, the reserved booth will be opened to other vendors. Payment is not refundable.  If vendor canceled two weeks prior to the event, only deposit will be returned.  Deadline for booth space is July 31st, 2011. No vendors can set up their booth without full payment first!  There are no exceptions!  All payments are final. 
**Merchandiser, Ice Cream, and Bubble Tea vendors are not allowed to sell any kind of foods and/or beverages. 
Money Order or Cashier’s Check ONLY!

Note: For the health and safety of the public and in order to get your deposit back, the following rules and regulations must be followed, no exceptions!

1. You are liable for your own business and to obtain a food permit that meets city and state regulations.
2. Keep your area clean, during and after the events.

3. Post a “No Smoking” signs on your tent or area.

4. Keep perishable foods at 40 degree Fahrenheit or below, or at least 135 degrees Fahrenheit or above.

5. Cover food to protect it from contamination by dust, insects, etc.

6. Wash your hands thoroughly before handling food and after using the toilet facilities.

7. Wear clean clothes and a restrain cap/hairnet.

8. Keep garbage cans covered and empty them frequently.  Plastic liners are recommended. Empty garbage into the big dumpster only!  Dumping to the street containers is prohibited.

9. Dispose of liquid waste in a sanitary manner.  Do not stipple or dispose the cooking oil or any other oil on the ground.

10. Pre-wash, wash, rinse, sanitize and air dry all utensils after use. 

11. Store single service items in order to prevent contamination.

12. Properly use and store insecticides and other chemicals.  Read the labels.

13. Practice good housekeeping.  Routinely clean equipment and furnishings.

14. You must clean up your booth area on the last day in order to get your deposit money back.

15. Only 1 personal car is allowed to be parked in the back of the booth area.  This is including the vendor’s truck.

16. Only on registered vendor is exempt from the entrance fee.  All people accompanied the vendor must pay the entrance fee.
17. Food Booth is required to attend Public Health Food Service Training on August 5, 2011 @ 2:00 p.m. at the fairground.  
If any of these rules are violated, you WILL NOT receive your deposit back!

I have thoroughly read, understand, and will be abide by all the above rules and requirements. I hereby release and discharge, and/or otherwise indemnify the WUCMAA, its Board of Directors, employees, Sponsors, United Hmong Wisconsin Summer Festival Committee, members and the City of Green Bay, City of De Pare as the co-owner of the park and facilities, against injures, losses, damages, death, or claim of any on behalf of me or my clients, as a result of my participation in this festival.  It is my responsibility to call the Booth Coordinator to inspect my booth area after the event is over.  I also recognize my booth or business will be closed immediately at my own expense and that I will not get my deposit back if I break any of the above rules or fail to get an inspection and licensing.
